Course Description  This is a semester-long course that is a requirement in order to graduate. We will be learning about important economic concepts such as microeconomics, macroeconomics and the global economy.  Some memorization will be necessary, although this class focuses more on understanding general economic concepts, making connections, and applying those to real life situations.  The goal is that you will understand and appreciate the role that economics play in your everyday life.

We will be doing a variety of activities in Economics 12 during the semester including lectures, notes, group work, projects, readings, writing, simulations, discussions, videos and more. We will try to have varied activities and examine relevant and interesting issues while learning Economics. 
Conduct There are 3 basic behavior guidelines in my classroom:

1. Be polite and honest.

2. Be prepared - students will not be permitted to return to their lockers for material they forgot to bring to class.

3. Be on time.

Expectations Students are expected to attend all class sessions unless illness or other legal absence makes attendance impossible. In such cases, you are responsible for finding out about missed assignments, work or presentations. Missed assignments may NOT be made-up for credit when a student has an unexcused absence. However, you are still personally responsible for the missed material and for obtaining the missed class notes and handouts since because the missed material will appear on quizzes, chapter tests and the final exam. Students are expected to be honest in their work and in their relationships with others. Cheating, lying, and plagiarizing demean the process of education and will result in severe consequences.

Assignments are expected to be turned in on time. The definition of "on time" is at the beginning of class, not during the class or later in the day. Any assignments turned in after the beginning of class are considered late. Late assignments will receive only 50% credit (unless you have an approved excuse).

Required materials Be prepared for every class session. Preparation includes pen or pencil, a 3 ring binder to keep notes and handouts and loose leaf paper.
Homework Homework is assigned on a regular basis. You are expected to read the assigned material before class and be prepared to discuss the material. Written assignments are also given. If you don’t understand the material, you are also welcome to see me (before the next class) and I will be glad to help you. 
Assignments/Grading In Economics 12, we will use all education resources available, including the textbook, videos, articles, group activities, current events, the library, online resources and computers. Rubrics (grading criteria) will be used to assess your written assignments. The rubrics will be shared with you. All written assignments must be written in complete, sensible sentences in paragraph form using proper English construction. Responses must completely and reasonably answer the question. 

How your grade is calculated: Homework is worth 20% of your grade. Class participation is worth 5% of your grade. All other assignments are worth 75% of your grade. Within each category, each assignment is worth a particular maximum number of points. At the end of each marking period, I add up the number of points you have earned and divide by the total points possible for the category. For example, if the total number of points in a category is 165 and you earned 155, the category grade is 93.9%. 5% of your mark will be from class participation. Your effort, behavior and attitude are considered part of the class participation grade. A high class participation mark can make the difference between a good grade and a great grade! Grades will be posted in infinite campus as soon as practicable. Essays and other assignments that involve time intensive correcting may take two weeks or more to be fully corrected and posted in infinite campus. 

Textbooks Our textbook is : Economics: Principles and Practices, Glencoe, Columbus, Ohio, 2008. In addition to the textbook, we will use many other sources to learn about economics.
InfoCenter From time to time I will give you handouts. If you lose your copy, go to my web site: www.penfield.edu/webpages/mdoser. There you can print a new copy of the handout. (Don’t ask me for a new copy!) Notes for the class and other necessary documents are contained there. Online are handouts, notes, images, maps, links to news sources for current events and links for research.
